Pre-fabricated houses.      

This project is a great help for our government, as we have always been keen to make our people's life better, and this project will certainly make our people's life better.
I, on behalf of my government and people thankful to the Government and people of Saudi Arabia for their kind support and help in this hour of need, and I am sure that the brotherly Islamic country will remain with us in any difficult situation. I personally thankful to SPAPEV who is engaged in Balakot area to build pre-fabricated houses. The Saudis have written history for Pakistani next generation, and the everlasting friendship and ties between the two brotherly Islamic countries would further flourish and strengthened in days to come.
